He 
directs an SMC modeling and simulation capability to assess the performance of these concepts.  He is 
also responsible for the planning process for technology investment needs across the Center, and 
conducting project demonstrations. 
He received his commission upon graduation from the University of Notre Dame in 1979 where he earned 
a Bachelor of Science Degree in Electrical Engineering.  He earned a Master of Science Degree in 
Systems Management from the University of Southern California in 1982, and at the Air Force Institute of 
Technology he earned a Master of Science Degree in Electrical Engineering in 1983.  Colonel White has 
completed Squadron Officer School, Air Command and Staff College, Defense Systems Management 
College, and Air War College.  His career spans space systems research, acquisition, test, launch, and 
operations.
